Digitally Born Kids Film Festival

‘Tomorrow’s Film-makers Today’

A group of young people in Brighton are working with production company JUNK TV to create a new film festival for young people. The festival will take place on one day in December 2004 and will include a film competition and awards ceremony with prizes in fifteen categories (see below).

Young film makers (aged up to 18) are invited to enter their films which must be no longer than 10 minutes long and must be submitted on mini-DV, DVD-R (non-copy protected), VHS or S-VHS. Films must be submitted by no later than October 25th.
The steering committee for the Digitally Born Kids Film Festival is made up of seven young people aged 9 to 17 who meet fortnightly to discuss and organise; to produce stings and flier designs; make telephone calls and apply for funding.

The film competition will include prizes for;

1. best overall film

2. best film by under 12s

3. best film by under 15s

4. best film by under 18s

5. best actor

6. best cinematography

7. best editing

8. best sound

9. best script

10. best special FX

11. best drama

12. best horror

13. best comedy

14. best animation

15. best experimental film

Winners will be decided by a panel of judges.

Exact time and venue of the festival will be announced during September.
